Principal’s Update 3 November 2021

It would seem that a decision regarding the return of some year-levels to school sites might
not be far away. Of course this will need to be done according to strict public health guidance.
On-site learning will look different than Alert Level 2 or Alert Level 1 settings.

The restrictions of Alert Level 3 and 4 have been a real challenge to us all but as a school,
community you have been absolutely amazing and thank you for your perseverance and for
your support of our online home learning programmes.

If a return to school is considered, the earliest a return will happen is 15 November, and we
will provide more information about this as soon as we know more.

If and when any of our Y1-10 students return to our campus sites and assuming this is no
earlier than Monday, November 15 - all staff on site will have been fully vaccinated. There is
however, no instruction that all students 12 years and older have to be vaccinated before
being on site. We are compiling that private register, see below.

Student Vaccination Register: As required under the Health Order, we are now compiling a
Y9-13 Student Vaccination Register. A specific link will be forthcoming based on Privacy
regulations.

All End of Year Events: Campuses will be issuing instructions regarding all end of year events
including prize giving ceremonies. It is most likely that these will be online or will be ‘live-

streamed’ from our campus gatherings.

Orientation Events: these important events for incoming students and their families will be
online events. Links will be publicized on our website and through Campus newsletters.

We always encourage Y6 students and their families at GC to attend this too as they are
moving to our Middle Years facility.
